1. Course Title: Environmental Impact Assessment
2. Duration: 30 August — 10 September 2010

3. Background and Rational:

. Transport is a key necessary for specialization- allowing production and
consumption of products to occur at different locations. It is a major use of energy, and
burns most of the world’s petroleum. This creates air pollution, including nitrous oxides
and particulates, and is a significant contributor to global warming through emission of
carbon dioxide, for which transport is the faster-growing emission sector. By subsector,
road transport is the largest contributor to global warming. Other environmental impacts
of transport systems include traffic congestion and automobile-oriented urban sprawl,
which can consume natural habitat and agricultural lands. By reducing transportation
emissions globally, it is predicted that there will be significant positive effects on Earth’s
air quality, acid rain, smog and climate change.

An EIA draws together, in a systematic way, an assessment of a project’s likely
significant environmental effects. This helps to ensure that the importance of the
predicted effects, and the scope for reducing such effects, are understood by relevant
stakeholders, the public and decision makers prior to any decision being made.

The Institute of Environmental Training and Technology Transfer, Department of
Environmental Quality Promotion in cooperation with the Thailand International
Development Cooperation, Ministry of Foreign Affairs, and the Japan International
Cooperation Agency will organize the Third Country Training Programme on the
Environmental Impact Assessment from 30 August to 10 September 2010 at the Institute-
of Environmental Training and Technology Transfer, Pathumthani Province. The
purposes are to increase participants’ knowledge, experience and ability to assess
environmental impacts, particularly in transport project, to increase theoretical and
practical knowledge about EIA procedures, including processes, methods and tools, to
exchange and establish contacts and networking among participants, and to clarify and
develop ideas on how to use their new knowledge and experiences from the training
course in practice.
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4. Objectives:  Participants will be able to:

4.1 increase knowledge, experience and ability to assess environmental impacts,
particularly in transport project,

4.2 increase theoretical and practical knowledge about EIA-procedures, including
processes, methods and tools,

4.3 establish contacts and networking among participants, and

4.4 exchange ideas on how to use their new knowledge and experiences from the

training course in practice,

6. Number of Participants:

The number of participants from the invited countries shall not exceed Sixteen (16)
in total, and the number of participants from Thailand shall not exceed four (4).

Each country is required to prepare and submit a country report on
Environmental Impact Assessment Process in their country. The report should be
approximately 5-10 page long and neatly typed. Each country will be allocated 20
minutes for presentation of their report and additional 10 minutes for comments and

discussion.
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Country report suggested format:

a) Introduction

b) EIA Process in participants’ country

c) Problems in EIA implementation

d) General comments and ideas for further development

8. Qualification for Participants:

Applicants for the course are to:

- be university graduates in science, social science, environmental science and
related field or to have the equivalent practical experiences;

- at least two (2) years working experiences in environmental management,
policy and planning or related field;

- be under fifty (50) years of age in principle;

-  be proficient in spoken and written English;

- bein good health, both in physically and mentally to undergo the training and
as the schedule of this training course includes field works (trips) is regarded as a
disqualifying condition for participation in this training course.

The closing date for application should not be later than 45days before the
commencement of the course.

2. The Royal Thai Government will inform the applying Governments the name(s)
of the selected nominee(s) to participate in the course not later than 30 days before the
commencement of the course.

12. Allowance and Expenses:

1. The following allowance and expenses will be borne by the Royal Thai
Government and the Government of Japan:

- Economy Class round trip air ticket to and from the International Airport at
Bangkok designated by TICA will be issued to the approved candidate.

* The approved candidate is requested to send the copy of his/her passport
for arranging the electronic-air ticket.

- The electronic-air ticket will be sent to the participant by the representative of
the Thai Airways International Public Company in the participant’s country.

2. Living allowance at the rate of Baht 500 per day (equivalent to approximately
US§15) will be paid to each participant during stay in Thailand. This living allowance is
for food, local transportation, and other personal daily expenses. However, each
participant is suggested to have some money for a few day expenses prior to the
allowance payment.

13. Facilities Provided:

The Royal Thai Government through Thailand International Development
Cooperation Agency, Ministry of Foreign Affairs will provide the following facilities;

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14. Certificate:

Participants who have successfully completed the course will be awarded a
certificate issued by Department of Environmental Quality Promotion, TICA and JICA
Thailand Office

15. Other Information:

1. Participants are required to arrive in Thailand on the date as designated by
TICA after its confirmation of acceptance. However, it will be finally confirmed through
the air tickets sent to the participants

2. Participants should assume responsibility for other expenses occurred during
travel between the participants’ home countries and Thailand.

3. Participants shall make their own arrangements for any private financial
matters. This is not provided by TICA and JICA.

4. Upon arrival at Suvarnabhumi International Airport, participants will be met by
staff from Travel Agencies arranged by TICA. If not, the participant must take the
AIRPORT LIMOUSINE at the airport to the reserved hotel. The paymént for Limousine
service could be reimbursed afterwards,

5. Participants are required to observe strictly the course schedule
6. Application to change or alter the training subject or to extend the training
period will not be accepted.

7. Participants are requested not to bring any of their family members.

8. In accordance with relevant Thai regulations, medical insurance will be
provided for each participant upon arrival in Thailand.

9. Prior to arrival in Thailand, all participants must first obtain the appropriate
visas from the Royal Thai Embassy or Consular Representative in their countries.
