I INFORMATION FOR APPLICANTS

MEXT will offer scholarships to foreign students who wish to study in Japanese universities as YLP students in medical
administration for the academic year 2011 under the Japanese Govermment (MEXT) Scholarship Program. The conditions
are as follows:

1. Field of Study
Medical Administration (Program in Medical Science, Nagoya University Graduate School of Medicine)

2. Qualifications

(1) Nationality: Applicants must be naticnals of the country participating in the YLP. Applicant who has Japanese nationality at
the time of application will not be eligible.

(2) Age: Applicants mmst be, in principle, under 40 years old as of 1 October 2011(.e. bom on or after 2 October1971).
However, applicants over 40 years old can be accepted, when teaching staff who conducts the interview thinks highly of the
applicant{s) over 40 years old factoring in his’her academic/job history and various siluations in tangsted countries.

(3) Academic Background: Applicants must be college graduates who have achisved excellent results,

(4) English Ability and others: Applicants with a mindmum TOEFL (Paper-based) scare of 550 or TOEFL-CBT scare of 213 or
equivalent, and at least 2 years of wark experience in the area of healthcare administration are preferable. (There is a
possibility of accepting applicant whose TOEFL score does not reach above-mentioned level, if teaching staff judges
applicant has sufficient English ability to participate in this program at the time of interview)

(5) Bealth: Applicants must be in 2 good health condition.

(6) Visa Requirement: Selected Applicants must obtain a College Student (ryuugaku §§5) visa prior to their arrival in Japan.

Curriculum Guideli

I  Basic Concepts

1. The curricuhum would aim to explain how modem Japan improved national living standards at a comparatively lower cost
within the last half century by introdncing the concept of Western methodology and adjusting it to Japanese culture and
social system, and how medical administration works in the practical wardld.  Using this knowledge, the courses pursue
the question of what is the most desirable method of resolving the respective problems conceming medical administration
for the country concerned.

2, Each subject which is conducted in the form of comparative study covers various aspects of medical administration so that
every student can apply what he/she has acquired at this program to the real situation of each country, factoring in the
differences of economic, social, and environmental background of respective student.

3. Going beyond instruction about skills and knowledge, the carriculum will seek to cultivate students’ own ideas to identify
problems and develop the ability for finding solutions.
leading figures engaging in medical administration and other fields

5. Great emphasis is put on writing Master’s Thesis in the curriculum. Besides writing Master’s Thesis in English, students
are requested to submit the manuscript of their Master’s Thesis to an intenational journal in English and making a
presentation of Master's Thesis at the Master’s Thesis defence meeting. By implementing these activities, the curmiculum
aims 10 help students obtain what is necessary for writing publishable papers and conducting presentations about their
PapETE.

The course is directed to administrators with about 2 years’ work experience in govemmental medical and welfare
organizations, who are expected to play the role of fiture national leaders in developing countries. All the classes will be in
English, 5o it is necessary to have a good command of the language. The selection will be based on an overall evaluation of
work experience, TOEFL scare, the quality of the essay, Proposed Subject and Background of Master's Thesis in Nagoya, &
recommendation from a superior and an interview.
